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SAINT COMMEMORATIONS THIS WEEK
Today, Sunday March 14th - Matilda �  Widow
(c.895-968) Daughter of Count Dietrich of Westphalkia and Reinhild of Denmark
and also known as Mechtildis and Maud, she was raised by her grandmother,
the abbess of Eufurt convent. Matilda married Henry the Fowler, son of Duke
Otto of Saxony, as duke in 912 and in 919 succeeded King Conrad I to the
German throne. She was noted for her piety and charitable works, was widowed
in 936, and supported her son Henry's claim to his father's throne. When her son
Otto (the Great) was elected, she persuaded him to name Henry duke of Bavaria
after he had led an unsuccessful revolt. She was severely criticized by both Otto
and Henry for what they considered her extravagant charities, resigned her
inheritance to her sons, and retired to her country home but was recalled to the
court through the intercession of Otto's wife, Edith. When Henry again revolted,
Otto put down the insurrection in 941 with great cruelty. Matilda censured Henry
when he began another revolt against Otto in 953 and for his ruthlessness in
suppressing a revolt by his own subjects; at that time she prophesied his
imminent death. When he did die in 955, she devoted herself to building three
convents and a monastery, was left in charge of the kingdom when Otto went
to Rome in 962 to be crowned Emperor (often regarded as the beginning of the
Holy Roman Empire), and spent most of the declining years of her life at the
convent at Nordhausen she had built. She died at the monastery at Quedlinburg
on March 14th and was buried there with Henry.

Monday, March 15th - Longinus the Centurion - Marty r
(1st century ) According to tradition, Longinus was the name of the centurion at
the Crucifixion who acknowledged Christ as "the Son of God" (Mat. 27:54; Mk
15:39; Lk 23:47) This centurion is also identified, with no evidence, with the
soldier who "pierced his side with a lance" (J. 19:34) Untrustworthy legend says
he was converted, left the army, took instructions from the apostles, and then
became a monk at Caesarea in Cappadocia. The legend further says he was
arrested for his faith and tortured, destroyed idols in the presence of the
governor who was trying him, and was beheaded; whereupon the governor was
converted.
          
Tuesday, March 16th - Julian of Antioch - Martyr
(d.c.304)  According to legend he and his wife, Basilissa, devoted their
possessions and energies to caring for the poor and the sick, using their home
as a hospital. Years after Basilissa's death, Julian suffered martyrdom at Antioch
with Antony, a priest, a child named Celsus, and his mother, Marcianilla, during
Diocletian's persecution of the Christians. Julian, who is often confused with
Julian the Hospitaler, and Basilissa may never have existed except as a pious
fiction.

Wednesday, March 17th - Patrick of Ireland - Bishop
(c.389-c.461 ) So much of the life of the apostle of Ireland is enshrouded in myth
and legend that much of his biography must be conjecture. The son of a
Romano-British official, Calpurnius, he was born somewhere in Roman Britain,

perhaps in a village called Bannavem, but possibly in Gaul; or perhaps at
Kilpatrick near Dunbarton, Scotland. He was captured by raiders when he was
about sixteen and carried off in slavery to pagan Ireland. After sheepherding for
six years, probably in Antrim or Mayo, he escaped, probably to Gaul. When
about twenty-two, he returned to Britain and then seems to have studied at the
monastery of Lérins, 412-15. He spent the next fifteen years at Auxerre and was
probably ordained about 417. About 432 he was probably consecrated a bishop
by St. Germanus and sent to Ireland to succeed St. Paluinus, who had died the
previous year. Patrick traveled the length and breadth of the island meeting
fierce opposition from hostile chieftains and Druids, whom he repeatedly
overcame by miraculous means; eventually he converted most of the island to
Christianity. He visited Rome in 442 and 444, founded the cathedral church of
Armagh, and it soon became the center of the Church's activities in Ireland.
During his three decades in Ireland, he raised the standards of scholarship,
encouraged the study of Latin, brought Ireland into closer relations with the rest
of the Western Church, and of course converted the Irish to the faith they have
so fiercely defended through the centuries. He wrote Confessio, an apology
against his detractors and the chief source of biographical information about him,
and a Letter to the Soldiers of Coroticus, denouncing the slaughter of a group
of Irish Christians by Coroticus' raiding Welshmen, who were also Christian. His
cult began on his death, perhaps at Saul on Strangford Lough in Downpatrick,
and has flourished ever since.

Thursday, March 18th - Cyril of Jerusalem - Bishop
(c.315-86) Probably born of Christian parents, he was raised and well educated
in Jerusalem and was ordained by St. Maximus. Cyril taught catechumens for
several years and about 349 succeeded Maximus as bishop of Jerusalem. Cyril
was expelled from the see in 357 by Acacius, the Arian bishop of Caesarea, who
claimed ecclesiastical jurisdiction over Jerusalem and had an Arian synod
condemn him for selling Church possessions to aid victims of a famine, but in
reality because of his opposition to Arianism. He went to Tarsus but was recalled
by the Council of Seleucia in 359. He was again expelled at Acacius' instigation
by Emperor Constantius but recalled in 361 by Emperor Julius the Apostate
when Constantius died. Again Cyril was exiled, in 367, when Emperor Valens
banished all churchmen recalled during Julian's reign; but Cyril returned once
again, in 378. The following year the Council of Antioch sent St. Gregory of
Nyssa to Palestine to investigate charges against Cyril arising from his
questioning the word homoousios, the basic term in the Nicene Creed. Gregory
reported that the see of Jerusalem was morally corrupt, torn by factionalism and
Arianism, but that its faith and that of Cyril were orthodox. Cyril and Gregory
attended the General Council of Constantinople in 381, and Cyril completely
accepted the amended Nicene Creed and the term homoousios. Cyril was a
scriptural scholar, a successful preacher, and his "Catecheses" delivered during
Lent in about 347 gives a clear picture of the instruction given those preparing
for baptism and of the Palestinian liturgy of the fourth century. Though friendly

with many semi-Arian leaders and though Church historians Socrates and
Sozomen claim that the criticism that caused Gregory to go to Palestine to
investigate had some substance to it, Cyril was a firm opponent of Arianism, and
his orthodoxy is unquestioned. He was declared a Doctor of the Church.

Friday, March 19th - Joseph, Guardian of our Lord  
(1st century)  Our only reliable information about Joseph is to be found in the
Infancy Narratives of Matthew 1-2 and Luke 1-2. According to them Joseph is
of royal descent from David. Joseph's family came from Bethlehem in Galilee,
where he was a builder. He was betrothed to Mary, became alarmed when he
found Mary was pregnant though she had not lived with him, and was dissuaded
from divorcing her by the angel of the Lord who told him her pregnancy was "by
the Holy Spirit." He was with Mary at the birth of Jesus and the visit by the Magi
at Bethlehem. He took Mary and the child to Egypt to escape Herod's massacre
of the infants, and after the death of Herod, brought them back to Nazareth. He
and Mary had Jesus circumcised and presented to the Lord in the Temple in
Jerusalem. When Jesus was twelve Mary and Joseph took Him to Jerusalem,
lost Him, and found Him discoursing with the doctors in the Temple. Thereafter,
the name of Joseph is absent from the New Testament except in Luke 4:22,
where he is mentioned by name as the father of Jesus. Joseph was probably
dead by the time of the Passion and death of Christ; the apocryphal
Photoevangelium of James says he was an old man when he married Mary.
Special veneration to Joseph began in the East, where the apocryphal History
of Joseph enjoyed great popularity in the fourth to the seventh centuries. In the
West the ninth-century Irish Félire of Oengus mentions a commemoration, but
it was not until the fifteenth century that the veneration of Joseph in the West
became widespread, when his feast was introduced into the Roman calendar in
1479; his devotion was particularly popularized by St. Teresa and St. Francis de
Sales. 

Saturday, March 20th - Photina the Samaritan Woman & Companions -
Martyrs
(no date)  Untrustworthy legend has her the Samaritan woman of Sychar with
whom Jesus talked at the well (John 4). She preached the Gospel, was
imprisoned for three years, and died for her faith at Carthage. She also reputedly
converted Emperor Nero's daughter Domnina and one hundred of her servants
to Christianity before suffering martyrdom in Rome.

Next Sunday, March 21st - Benedict - Abbot
(c.480-c.547)  Born in Nursia, Italy, he was educated in Rome, was repelled by
the vices of the city and in about 500 fled to Enfide, thirty miles away. He
decided to live the life of a hermit and settled at Mountainous Subiaco, where he
lived in a cave for three years, fed by a monk named Romanus. Despite
Benedict's desire for solitude, his holiness and austerities became known and
he was asked to be their abbot by a community of monks at Vicovaro. He
accepted, but when the monks resisted his strict rule and tried to poison him, he

returned to Subiaco and soon attracted great numbers of disciples. He
organized them into twelve monasteries under individual priors he appointed,
made manual work part of the program, and soon Subiaco became a center of
spirituality and learning. He left suddenly, reportedly because of the efforts of a
neighboring priest, Florentius, to undermine his work, and in about 525 settled
at Monte Cassino. He destroyed a pagan temple to Apollo on its crest, brought
the people of the neighboring area back to Christianity, and in about 530 began
to build the monastery that was to be the birthplace of Western monasticism.
Soon disciples again flocked to him as his reputation for holiness, wisdom and
miracles spread far and wide. He organized the monks into a single community
and wrote his famous rule prescribing common sense, a life of moderate
asceticism, prayer, study and work, and community life under one superior. It
stressed obedience, stability, zeal and had the Divine Office at the center of
monastic life; it was to affect spiritual and monastic life in the West for centuries
to come. While ruling his monks (most of whom, including Benedict, were not
ordained), he counseled rulers and bishops, ministered to the poor and destitute
about him, and tried to repair the ravages of the Lombard Totila's invasion. He
died at Monte Cassino on March 21st.

Cuenta Antony de Mello en uno de sus libros que una vez le
preguntaron a un hobre santo qué es lo que la Gracia le había dado. Y les
respondió que cuando se despertaba por las mañanas se sentía como un
hombre que no está seguro de vivir hasta la noche. Entonces, le volvieron a
responder: Pero eso, ¿no lo saben todos los hombres? Y replico: Sí, lo saben,
pero no todos los sienten. 

La historia acaba con una reflexión que decía que jamás se ha
emborrachado nadie a base de comprender intelectualmente la palabra VINO.

¿Por qué esta historia en este dia? Por lo siguiente. Imaginemos que
alguien nos hace la siguiente pregunta: ¿Dios te ama? Seguramente todos
responderíamos que sí, que Dios nos ama. Pero si nos preguntasen si sentimos
que Dios nos ama porque lo hemos experimentado, si sólo al pensar que Dios
nos ama cambia algo dentro de nosotros, quizá responderíamos que no.

La triste realidad es que esta experiencia del amor de Dios es una
experiencia que a muchos nos falta descubrir. Hemos aprendido en los libros

� Es muy difícil sentir que Dios me ama, cuando soy cristiano
sólo porque quiero salvarme al final de mi vida.

 me confieso y ya está". 
� Es muy difícil sentir que Dios me ama cuando para mí ser cristiano es

cumplir únicamente con unos mandamientos pero me olvido de que tan
importante como eso es la persona de Jesús, el encontrarme con él. 

� Es muy difícil sentir que Dios me ama, cuando no tenemos dentro de
nosotros esa necesidad por superarnos día a día, por ser cada vez
mejores personas.

En esta linea, la parábola del hijo pródigo viene a recordarnos en primer
lugar precisamente esto: que Dios nos ama; y en segundo lugar nos muestra
la historia de nuestra vida.

En primer lugar muestra el amor que Dios nos tiene bajo la figura del Padre
dentro de la parábola. Esto lo podemos ver en muchos detalles aunque hay uno
que resalta por encima de todos y es que cómo el padre espera diariamente a
su hijo y cómo cuando lo ve venir de lejos va corriendo hacia él para darle un
abrazo. Quizá así dicho puedan parecer sólo palabras bonitas pero
seguramente aquellas familias que tienen hijos fuera de casa lo comprendan
mejor ya que también ellas experimentan ese deseo de que lleguen las
vacaciones para ver al hijo; o los que están saliendo con un chico o una chica
también cuando están deseando verse cada día; cada uno puede buscar una
historia parecida. 

Lo importante es que con ese mismo sentimiento nos ama Dios, sólo que
mucho más. Por un lado, por tanto nos habla de esto: que Dios nos ama. Pero
la parábola también nos muestra nuestra propia historia. Y cual es nuestra
historia: que en el fondo no nos acabamos de creer que Dios es quien nos
puede hacer felices del todo y preferimos construir nuestra vida lejos de Dios.
Pero al final qué ocurre. Al final pueden ocurrir dos cosas: que sigamos
prefiriendo construir nuestra vida lejos de Dios o que entremos dentro de
nosotros mismos, pensemos en nuestra vida, cómo nos va y empecemos a
añorar y a recordar aquellos tiempos tan buenos en los que eramos realmente
felices cuando estabamos en la onda de Dios. Es entonces cuando decidimos
volver.

La parábola acaba con un gesto muy bonito. El hijo empieza a idear todo
un discurso: Padre he pecado contra el cielo y contra ti, ya no merezco

llamarme hijo tuyo. Trátame como a uno de tus jornaleros. Se dirije a su Padre
y cuándo éste lo ve de lejos se le echa al cuello y empieza a besarlo. Es
entonces cuando el hijo empieza su discurso pero no le deja ni acabar. Cuando
iba a decir que le tratase como a uno de sus jornaleros, el Padre, que
representa a Dios, hace todo lo contrario, los viste con los mejores trajes y
celebra una fiesta.
